
Fire-Wise Plant Material for the Pacific Northwest
Although there are no fire proof plant materials, the following is a list of some firewise plants that can be used in 
landscaping for fire prevention. Landscape maintenance is far more important to fire prevention than the selection of 
plant materials. When planning your landscape, use the characteristics of firewise-plants along with site characteristics 
such as slope, aspect, hardiness zone and amount of precipitation to choose plant material suitable for your site.
